Year 4- Literacy 
Week beginning: 18th May
Literacy.
This week, we would like you to find out about some animals that live in the oceans. We will start with the biggest: The Blue Whale
Monday: 
First, carry out this very short and simple reading comprehension.

Once you have finished the comprehension, read through the text again and make a note of any key vocabulary relating to whales. 
Now watch the video and the notes on this website. Make some notes as you go along.

Find out things such as: 
· What do they eat?
· How much do they eat?
· How big are they? What are they compared to?
· Where do they live? (Which ocean?)
· Where do they spend the summer and the winter? 
· Are they mammals? What are baby Whales called? What do baby Blue Whales feed on and how big are they?
· How do they communicate under water?
· How long do Blue Whales live for?
· Have they any predators? When were they hunted and why?
There are more sites about the Blue Whale. With adult supervision, you could look for further information if you wish using an internet search. (Remember: Blue Whale information for children) 
Tuesday
Using your notes from yesterday, talk to an adult about the Blue Whale telling them what you know. Try to use your own words as much as possible and speak in full sentences.  
Once you have spoken to an adult and told them what you know. Write your own paragraph about the Blue Whale. (Try to do this as independently as possible.) 
If you can do more- write a full page about the Blue Whale, splitting the information up into subheadings. (Size, diet, babies, communication etc) 
We would not recommend using a computer at this stage. You need to focus on getting in some good quality sentences. 
After you have done this, get an adult to read through what you have written and check your work with you. Make sure it makes sense. Pay particular attention to your sentences. Do they make sense? Do they start and end with appropriate punctuation? Try to make sure your sentences start in different ways.
Tomorrow’s task will be to write this up in neat using your best handwriting and adding images and diagrams. You can also use a computer to do this as you wish.
Wednesday
Today, you will need to produce a final draft of the work you did yesterday. You need to think about how you will set the work out on your page and what images you will add.
You can choose to do this on the computer using Microsoft word. However, you can also just write this out in your neatest handwriting and draw your own images. Present it as a poster. Remember they should be no mistakes in this final version. Ask an adult to double check your spelling before you begin.
