Sunday domingo doh-meen-goh Comes f rom 4 La,tm word
meaning Lord’s day
Moon day (-es is short for the
Monday lunes loo-nayss Latin word for day - ‘dies)
Tuesday martes mahr-tayss Mars day
Wednesday miércoles mee-air-coh-layss Mercury day
. Jupiter day
Thursdag jueves whag—vagss (from the same root as ‘Jovian’)
Friday viernes vee-air-nayss Venus day
. From the Hebrew word
Saturday sabado sah-bah-doh ‘Sabbath’
