Mathematics
This term children will mainly focus on place value, addition, and subtraction within 10. They will count to 10 forwards and backwards and from any number given. The children will begin to form numbers in numerals and words and will identify and represent numbers using objects and pictorial representation including number lines.
The children will add and subtract using concrete objects and use language related to these operations such as equal to =, less than <, more than >, add, subtract, decrease, reduce etc. They will also use symbols (+), (-) and (=) and solve one-step problems using number bonds to 10. Towards the end of the term children will be counting in multiples of 2s, 5s and 10s. 

Literacy
This term the books we will be reflecting on are fairy tales which are set in Enchanted Woodlands such as Rumpelstiltskin, Hansel and Gretel and Little Red Riding Hood.
Children will have opportunities for extended pieces of writing based on stories such as “Where the Wild Things Are” and “Into the Forest”.

PSHE
This term children will talk about ‘Being Me in the World’. They will explore similarities and differences between others and discuss how to show respect. Children will learn how to work and play cooperatively with each other. They will also learn about how to take care of younger siblings and how to behave when belonging to social groups such as the family or school.



	


Geography
In Geography children will be learning how to create a map of their familiar surroundings such as classroom or school area. They will learn how to use different directions (North, South, East and West). We will also be learning about our local area.

RE
The Autumn term will be divided into themes which will develop and deepen the children’s knowledge and understanding of Creation. We will begin by talking about the Domestic Church and the importance of belonging to the Lord’s family as well as being unique and loved.  
We will also be learning about Baptism as an essential sacrament, which helps us to belong to God’s family and learning the class prayers. 


PE
In games sessions, the children will be mastering basic movements such as jumping, skipping, throwing and catching etc. and playing traditional games.  In gymnastics, they will work in small groups to create dance moves which will be put together and performed as a class. 

Art
Children will paint pictures of animals and plants found in the woods. They will also make tree-bogarts using clay. Children will explore the paintings of Vincent Van Gogh and art of Andy Goldsworthy.


History
This term we will learn about significant people in history. Children will learn about Ruby Bridges and The Boy Who Harnessed the Wind as part of our Black History topic.
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Science
We will start our science lessons by learning about seasonal changes and common weather in autumn. 
Children will learn how to classify animals into mammals, reptiles, fish and amphibians. We will discuss mammals in greater details especially those living in British woodlands. Children will also learn about plants, focusing on trees. The children will learn how to recognise different parts of the tree and distinguish evergreen trees from deciduous ones. 



Music
In music the children will be learning a range of songs including listening to suspenseful woods and animals sound effects and music.





Computing
In computing the children will practise how to log on and off the computer independently. 
We will be also learning about how to use the internet safely to find information and simple programming. We will also explore simple programs in order to develop mouse control.
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
