RE
While studying beginnings, children will learn that God is present at every beginning. They will learn about creation and its importance as the foundation of human and Christian life. Children will learn that each new day offers new beginnings and that attitudes can vary to making new beginnings. In the topic of signs and symbols, children will understand the meanings of the signs and symbols used in Baptism. The children will celebrate Mass as a whole school to celebrate the beginning of the school year.
A prayer book will be sent home so that the children can practise these prayers. 
Historical, Geographical and Social Understanding
History
Pupils will be taught about the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements. In particular, we will focus on Mary Seacole and famous people in sport.




Mathematics
Place value 
· Count forward and backward in steps of 2, 3 and 5 from 0 and tens. 
· Recognise the place value of each digit in a two and three digit numbers.
· Identify, represent and estimate numbers to 100. 
· Compare and order numbers from 0 up to 100; use <, > and = signs. 
· Read and write numbers to at least 100 in numerals and words. 
· Use place value and number facts to solve problems.
Addition and subtraction 
· Recall and use addition and subtraction facts to 20 fluently, and derive and use related facts up to 100. 
· Show that the addition of two numbers can be done in any order and subtraction of one number from another cannot. 
· Add and subtract numbers using concrete objects, pictorial representations, and mentally.
· Recognise and use the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction and use this to check calculations and solve missing number problems. 
· Solve problems with addition and subtraction.

Scientific, Health and Technological Understanding
Science
Children will be taught to 
· Think about how animals move i.e. bounce, hop, jump
· Find out about and describe the basic needs of animals, including humans, for survival (water, food and air)
· Describe the importance for humans of exercise, eating the right amounts different types of food, and hygiene 
· Carry out investigations using a range of balls to see which float or sink and test how balls roll and bounce across different surfaces.
DT
Food technology. Children will learn how to follow a recipe and choose healthy options when planning a meal. Children will design healthy pizzas and learn about the importance of good hygiene.

Children will learn the meaning of being respectful, following class rules, working as part of a class and accepting our differences.
