What you can do to help: 
· Find their own coat and shoes before coming to Nursery and put them on by themselves
· Encourage your child to use the toilet and wash their hands by themselves
· Play a turn taking game with your child such as snakes and ladders
· Take turns to talk and listen to each other



What you can do to help: 
· Ask your child what things they have done with their friends at Nursery today, listen to your child’s answer and ask them further questions
· Ask your child to follow simple instructions at home such as ‘Get the knives and forks for dinner please’, ‘Can you find your coat and shoes?’
· Read stories to your child and sing nursery rhymes together
· Listen to sounds on your way home from Nursery – what can you hear?


What you can do to help: 
· Encourage your child to put their coat on and zip it up by themselves
· Ask your child to draw pictures and tell you what they have drawn
· Help your child to use a knife and fork independently

Communication and Language
We will be developing our listening skills through playing listening games and singing songs. We will also be:
· Listening to each other and adults when they are talking
· Waiting until someone has finished talking before we reply
· Enjoying listening to a variety of stories
· Responding to and understanding instructions
· Using our words to tell adults what we want and need
· Learning new words and remembering our ‘good manners’ at all times
Personal, Social and Emotional Development

This half term the children are learning:

· How to share – to talk to their friends when they would like a toy someone else is playing with. 
· To take turns – for example when using the bikes, waiting to go on the slide or when playing a game.
· How to become independent when putting on their coats and hats
· How to become independent with going to the toilet by themselves and washing their hands
· To express their feelings – to talk to an adult when they are upset

Physical Development
This area covers how your child’s body develops and grows, and how they develop the skills to write. They will learn to:
· Balance on stilts and along benches 
· Safely ride scooters and bikes negotiating obstacles
· Throw and catch a large ball
· Use knives and scissors when playing with the play dough, and scissors when cutting different materials. 
· Use paintbrushes and pencils to make marks and draw in a correct manner
