	Background: 
In April 2013, the Government announced new funding of £150 million for Physical Education (PE) and sport. This funding should be used to improve the quality and breadth of PE and Sport provision. This funding is ring fenced to be used for sport specific areas to make an impact in Physical Education and Sport in schools. Schools are free to determine how best to use this funding to improve the quality and breadth of PE and Sport provision, including increasing participation in PE and Sport so that all pupils develop healthy lifestyles and reach the performance levels they are capable of.

	The revised vision for primary PE and Sport Premium is: 
All pupils leaving primary school physically literate and with the knowledge, skills and motivation necessary to equip them for a healthy lifestyle and lifelong participation in physical activity and sport.

OBJECTIVE: To achieve self-sustaining improvement in the quality of PE and sport in primary schools. 
We would expect indicators of such improvement to include:
· Increasing participation in PE and Sport so that all pupils develop healthy lifestyles and reach the performance levels they are capable of
· To build up expertise and to develop confidence in the teaching of PE.
· To introduce a diverse range of sporting activities
· To increase the number of children able to confidently swim 25m
· The profile of P.E and sport being raised across the school as a tool for whole school improvement

	Each KS1 child receives 2 sessions of P.E a week, one in the hall and one outside, totalling 1 ½ hours.
Each KS2 child receives 2 sessions of P.E a week, one in the hall and one outside, totalling 2 hours.

Increase the overall engagement of the daily mile for juniors and encourage infants to participate at least twice a week. Aim is that all pupils undertaking at least 15 minutes of additional activity per day. Provide teachers with alternatives to complete in the classroom due to poor weather conditions. 





Teaching Assistants and lunchtime
supervisors will support PE and Sport at play times to engage children in physical activity and support positive play at lunchtimes.
