Personal, Social and Emotional Development

This half term the children are getting to know each other and the adults in the Nursery. They are learning: 
· To say goodbye to their parent/carer
· How to share and interact with their friends and adults
· How to become independent with going to the toilet by themselves, washing hands and putting on their coats and hats
· To become more confident to make choices in their learning and play
· To recognise and express their feelings
Communication and Language
This is a key area in developing your child’s learning. This half term we will be:

· Listening to each other and adults
· Enjoying listening to a variety of stories
· Responding to and understanding instructions
· Using our words to tell adults what we want and need
· Using our words to talk with our friends and to express our feelings
· Learning new words and remembering our ‘good manners’ at all times

What you can do to help: 
· Talk to your child about things you are going to do at home and what lovely things they have done with their friends at Nursery
· Ask your child to follow simple instructions at home such as ‘Get the knives and forks for dinner please’, ‘Go and find your story book to look at with mummy and daddy’



Physical Development
This area covers how your child’s body develops and grows, and how they develop the skills to write. They will learn to:

· Climb safely on our climbing frame, up ladders and down slides
· Safely ride scooters and bikes negotiating obstacles
· Use knives and scissors when playing with the play dough, and scissors when cutting different materials. 
· Use paintbrushes and pencils to make marks and draw in a correct manner


What you can do to help: 
· If the weather is nice take your child to the park
· Make some play dough and let your child use plastic knives and scissors to cut it (play dough recipe to follow!)
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
