Science
For our Science topic we will be learning about animals and the children will identify and name different groups including, fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals. 

We will be discussing the similarities and differences between them and learn whether they are carnivores, herbivores or omnivores. 

PSHE (Personal, Social, Health Education 
In the topic this term the children will talking about Friendships where they will be thinking about similarities and differences. They will consider how to resolve problems and how they can support each other if they are upset.
Literacy
We will continue teaching whole class daily phonic lessons and also in small groups.  The children will receive homework to practise inking sounds to letters.  
In Literacy we will focus on writing sentences using capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. The children will be encouraged to write independently.   
We will read a variety of stories such as  ‘The tiger who came to tea’, ‘The Gruffalo’ and ‘The Emperors Egg’’. We will sequence and retell the stories and write descriptions.  

RE
The Autumn term will be divided into themes which will develop and deepen the children’s knowledge and understanding of Creation. We will begin by talking about the Domestic Church and the importance of belonging to the Lord’s family as well as being unique and loved.  
We will also be learning about Baptism as an essential sacrament, which helps us to become part to God’s family.  

Maths
This term children will mainly focus on place value, addition, and subtraction within 10. They will count to 10 forwards and backwards and from any number given. The children will begin to form numbers in numerals and words and will identify and represent numbers using objects and pictorial representation including number lines.
The children will add and subtract using concrete objects and use language related to these operations such as equal to =, less than <, more than >, add, subtract, decrease, reduce etc. They will also use symbols (+), (-) and (=) and solve one-step problems using number bonds to 10. Towards the end of the term children will be counting in multiples of 2s, 5s and 10s. 
.
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Understanding the Expressive Arts
Art and DT
Children will create habitats, design and make animal collages, models and paintings.  Our art work will be linked to our core books and what we are learning in Science. 

Music
In music children will learn to listen with concentration to a variety of music, linking songs to animals. 

PE
In games sessions, the children will be mastering basic movements such as jumping, skipping, throwing and catching.  They will also be playing traditional games focussing on special awareness, balance and coordination skills whilst using the large and small apparatus. 
Please ensure your child wears full and correct PE kit on Mondays and Tuesdays. 
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Geography
In Geography we will be using maps and atlases to name and identify continents. We will talk about where different animals come from and locate the habitats of a variety of animals from around the world. We will be talking about Antarctica, its location and climate.
History
This term we will learn about significant people in history. Children will learn about a famous person as part of our Black History topic and how they contributed to our society. 

Computing
Children will learn how to follow simple instructions when navigating through an online educational game.  They will develop their confidence in using a mouse and a keyboard and use various programmes to assist their learning.
