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Autumn 1 (2024-2025)
Reception
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We will begin to send home homework and Reading books later in the term. We will have a meeting soon to explain how you can support them at home.  
Communication and Language

We will be encouraging your child to speak in clear sentences and start to use a variety of tenses. We will develop our ability to listen to one another in small groups. We will use talk to clearly explain past experiences and what is happening now.  We will learn to ask lots of questions and share our ideas. It’s great when children ask lots of questions, it’s how they learn! Keeping talking with your children. Ask them what they enjoyed at school today. 






Baseline   
We will be carrying out a baseline assessment of your child over the next few weeks. This is to ascertain what they know already and what they need to learn next.

Physical Development 
We will not begin formal PE lessons yet. We will practice holding a pencil correctly, starting to form some letters and writing our name. 

We will begin to develop our fine motor skills to help us hold and use simple tools such as pencils and scissors. We will become more confident at going to the toilet and washing our hands independently. At home please encourage your child to get dressed with less support. 

Personal, Health, Social and Emotional Development 

PHSE: Me and My Relationships
We will settle into Reception and learn the names of our teachers and friends. Ask your child, who did you play with today? We will learn to speak confidently about our families and homes. We will play in a group with our friends and get to know everyone in our class. We will learn how to express our feelings and be aware that some actions can hurt others.

Religious Education
Myself and welcome (Baptism) Myself- We will learn that God loves each one of us and that we are unique!                                                             
Baptism- We will learn that God welcomes us in to his family when we are baptised. Talk to your child about their baptism. 
We will send home a Prayer Booklet containing the prayers your child will learn this year in school. Please pray together at home.

Literacy

Phonics
We will begin phonics lessons on Monday the 16th  September. We will be encouraging your children to develop a love of reading. They will bring home a book for you to read to them every day. This is called a Free Reader. Enjoy the stories together! Ask your child about what has happened in the story? Which was their favourite bit? Was it a funny, happy, sad or silly story? At school we will share at least one story a day. We will spend time talking about the pictures and what we think might happen next! The children will start to learn that each letter makes a sound and we can use these to help us read and write words. 

Understanding the World/ Expressive Arts and Design

We will learn about our bodies and what makes us unique. We will be able to talk about our families and the things we like to do with them. Who is in your family? What do I like? What don’t I like? We will begin to attend computing sessions and learn how to use the touch screen to navigate games. 
We will enjoy using construction materials to build and balance. What will you create? We will explore musical instruments and recite rhymes. We will begin to share what we know about our families and where our family of origin come from.  
We will learn about our bodies and see how many parts of the money we can name. What does each part of our body do? 
Seasons- We will learn that we are in the season of Autumn. What happens during Autumn. What changes do we see on the trees? We will go on an Autumn walk to collect leaves and decorate our class trees. 
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
