


 Mathematics
This year we will be building on what the children have learnt in year 3 about representing numbers to 1,000 as they begin to explore numbers to 10,000. They will be given opportunities to represent, partition, compare order and round these numbers while also practicing their reasoning and problem solving skills through a variety of different investigation activities. Children will be tested weekly on their knowledge of multiplications and must practice at home daily.

Religious Education
I wonder, where do I come from?
In our first topic ‘People’, the children will reflect on the importance of a family, make their own family tree and explore how Jesus had a natural family with names and a history. We will spend time retelling stories from scripture about Jesus’ family and describe some ways in which characters in the Bible lived out their lives. We will then focus on showing understanding
of the roots of Jesus’ human family and
reflecting on what Christians believe
about how God leads and guides people.  
Literacy
I wonder, what are the benefits of sharing resources?
We will be reading Quill Soup by Alan Durant. This South African version of the ‘Stone Soup’ folk tale celebrates generosity and kindness – and the message that we can all benefit if we share our resources. This story provides plenty of writing opportunities including play scripts, writing in role, persuasive speech and narrative writing.
The children will also be provided with
substantial opportunities for debate and
discussion around human rights and
values.
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PE/Games
During their indoor PE lesson, the children will be working on developing the fundamental skills of balancing, running, jumping, hopping and skipping. They will explore how the body moves at different speeds and how to accelerate and decelerate. Their outdoor PE lesson will focus on cricket. They will expand their knowledge
of the different roles of bowler, wicket 
keeper, fielder and batter and thinking 
about how they use skills, strategies and
tactics to outwit the opposition. 


Food Glorious Food!

PHSE
Our first PHSE topic of the year is ‘Me and My Relationships’. We will begin by exploring what is meant by a ‘positive, healthy relationship’ and
define successful qualities of teamwork
and collaboration. We will also describe
‘good’ and ‘not so good’ feelings and
how these can affect our physical state.
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	Music
The children will be cooking up a musical feast, enjoying a varied diet of healthy beans, exotic Tudor banquets and DIY pizzas before celebrating in a song performance. They will be learning rhythmic and melodic accompaniments for song and how to sing a call and response song.

Computing
During our ‘coding’ topic, the children will learn to explain the stages of the design, code, test, debug coding process. They will also learn to make their own playable game considering variables.



Art and Design
We will begin by exploring the fascinating work of Giuseppe Arcimboldo who was famous for painting portraits of people made out of different types of fruits, vegetables, meat and fish. We will then learn about Tinga Tinga African art before trying to create our own animal masterpieces in the style of Edward Tingatinga.
Design and Technology
After exploring a variety of popular soup recipes from around the world, we will be inventing, making and tasting our own soup recipes. We will then design packaging and create
adverts for own delicious soups.
Science
I wonder, what happens to the food we eat?
We will be learning about food groups, healthy balanced diets and explore the human digestive system and how food is transported around the body. The children will also compare
diets of herbivores, carnivores
an omnivores and investigate
teeth and what causes decay.

Topic
In order to support our learning through ‘Quill Soup’ the children will spend time carrying out a wider study of the African continent and South African specifically.
