


 Mathematics
We will begin this half term with our measurement topic. The children will learn how to find the area of shapes, make shapes and compare areas. . We will then move on to multiplication and division where we will be focusing on the facts for 3, 6, 9, 7, 11 and 12 times tables. 
Children will be tested weekly on their knowledge of multiplications and must practice at home daily.
Religious Education
I wonder, what does it mean to be called?
We will continue to follow the Come and See scheme and move onto Baptism and Confirmation and then Advent in the lead up to the Christmas period. We will also have a focus of another faith this half term which will be Judaism.  
RSE
The children will be focusing on how God loves us in our differences. They will cover the emotional, social and spiritual aspects of this topic.
PHSE
The focus will be noticing what people have in common and what is different between us. We will be building on our understanding that it is good to have differences between each other and we should respect each other’s differences. 

Literacy
I wonder, how did the stars came to be?
This half term we will be reading ‘How the Stars Came to Be’ by Poonam Mistry. This is an original tale about how the stars came to be, lighting the night sky, how they are arranged, some formed into the pictures seen as consolations, some distributed randomly. The distinctive patterns in the illustrations will provide the children with many opportunities for creative free writing. They will be able to explore character viewpoint through role-play, writing in role, discussion and debate. They will also develop reader response by exploring plots, themes and characters’ actions.







PE/Games
 During their outdoor PE lesson, the children will be develop a variety of ball skills such as accuracy and consistency when tracking, throwing techniques, catching and dribbling. These skills will then be applied to small group games. During their indoor PE lesson, the children will focus on creating characters and narrative through movement and gesture. They will gain inspiration from a range of stimuli, working individually, in pairs and small groups to develop their confidence in performing and, providing and utilising feedback.

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History
I wonder, what was life like in Ancient Egypt?
[bookmark: _GoBack]We will be travelling back in time thousands of years to the banks of the Nile to learn about the achievements of this ancient civilisation. They will learn about how the ancient Egyptians lived, what was important to their daily lives and who Tutankhamun was. They will also learn about how hieroglyphics were used to communicate and compare the powers of different gods.
Geography
We will be using map work to locate Egypt on a world map to help us describe Egypt’s landscape, surrounding countries, seas, climate and significant geographical features such as the River Nile.

Music
In our ‘Ancient Worlds’ topic, the children will be using their combined knowledge of the Ancient Egyptians to invent additional verses to learnt songs and change dynamics by adding layers of sound. They will also explore adding to the layered effect by introducing djembe drum ostinato.
