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During RE this half term, we will continue to follow the Come and See Scheme and our topics will be Promises and Visitors. The children will be becoming more aware about the lead up to the birth of Jesus and the importance that this holds for us.  
RSE
The children will be focusing on how God loves us in our differences. They will cover the emotional, social and spiritual aspects of this topic.
PSHE:
Valuing Difference. The focus will be on understanding that we live in a world where everyone is different but still important. 
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Mathematics: Addition and Subtraction and Multiplication and Division
The children will be looking focusing on the topics of addition and subtraction and beginning to further their understanding of multiplication and division this half term. We will be using the written method for addition and subtraction and also developing our ability to cross the regroup and exchange. Within our learning of multiplication and division, the children will be focussing on their 2, 3, 4, 5, 8 and 10 x tables. 
Children will be tested weekly on their knowledge of multiplications and are strongly advised to practice daily.






Understanding English, Communication & Languages

Our four weekly will have a focus on the book ‘The Iron Man’ by Ted Hughes. This will develop both written and comprehension skills, around study of character and setting description, as well as producing writing outcomes, such as diary and letter writing. They will be broadening their emotive language vocabulary and using this within some longer pieces of writing. Through daily guided reading sessions, we will be practising comprehension skills, including inference and expression of reading aloud. Alongside development of literacy and comprehension skills, we continue to develop the accuracy and variety of our sentence styles and use of wider punctuation through weekly Grammar lessons. 

We encourage children to borrow books from the classrooms and library to take home.

PE
