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Religious Education  


The children will continue with the topic of Signs and Symbols. In this topic, they are learning about the importance of Baptism and how our Baptism reminds us of Jesus’ own Baptism. 


The children will also experience Judaism Week, learning about Shabbat and the importance of this to the faith.


The children will prepare for Christmas by learning about Advent, in our Preparations topic, retelling the events leading up to the birth of Jesus and how Jesus came to us as God’s gift.


During this half term, the children will be busy getting ready for their Christmas Nativity performance! They will need to learn a number of songs related to Christmas.














History 


We will be learning about the historical events beyond living memory that were nationally significant, particularly the Great Fire of London. We will be finding out what happened in the past. We will also be learning about Samuel Pepys. We will also be able to explain changes made to London as a consequence of the fire. We will develop questioning skills and look at different sources of evidence. 











English This half term we will focus on topic-based writing including writing fact files about the plague, writing in role in a diary as Samuel Pepys, newspaper reports from the time of the Great Fire and factual non-chronological reports as well as writing poems using familiar styles. We will use the texts ‘Plague: A Cross on the Door’ and ‘Vlad’ to support and engage the children.


Please ensure that you are reading every night with your child and asking questions about the text. We will continue to work on Phase 5 Mastery phonics and have a weekly spelling test.














Year 2 - Autumn 2 London’s Burning!
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Physical Education  


The children will be focussing on team building activities, practicing working together to complete different challenges. They will also develop their skills in target games. 











Science 


The children will continue the topic of Animals Including Humans. They will notice that animals, including humans, have offspring which grow into adults. They will find out about and describe all animals’ basic (water, food and air). They will also describe the importance for humans of exercise, eating the right amounts of different types of food, and hygiene.


 








Music   


This term, the children will be exploring sounds by creating and performing music, linking this to images and thinking about how their compositions can be “descriptive”. They will also practice recognising beats, rhythms and tempi.











Maths 


Addition and Subtraction:


The children will continue practicing tackling addition and subtraction questions, both not crossing a 10 and crossing a 10. They will progress to adding and subtracting two 2-digit numbers. They will use their knowledge to answer reasoning and problem-solving questions.


Shape:


The children will develop their knowledge and understanding of 2D and 3D shapes, thinking about their names, number of sides, faces, vertices and edges. They will also find lines of symmetry and patterns.


Money:


The children will begin to develop their knowledge of pounds and pence. They will count amounts, make amounts and compare amounts.





Information Technology   


The children will be learning about digital photography, taking photographs, editing them, thinking about what makes a good photograph and understanding that photographs we see can be altered. 











Art and Design 


This term, the children will be looking at and exploring paintings by Lieve Verschuier. We will also sculpt Tudor houses. Children will have an opportunity to become a baker!





PSHE 


The children will be learning about the importance of valuing differences in other people and how we must think about how our behaviours impact others. The children will think about acts of kindness.
