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Religious Education  


While studying beginnings, children will learn that God is present at every beginning. They will learn about The Creation and its importance as the foundation of human and Christian life. Children will learn that each new day offers new beginnings and that attitudes can vary to making new beginnings. We will be also learning about another faith, Judaism. The children will learn about the importance of Shabbat and make Challah bread. In the topic of signs and symbols, children will understand the meanings of the signs and symbols used in Baptism. The children will have a Gospel assembly each week and also an assembly celebrating their achievements. Each day we will pray as a class and throughout the year learn a number of important prayers. Our MISSION is to be the best person that we can be, to use the many talents God has given us and to make a difference through our actions and words.











English 


We will be reading the story of Lila and the Secret of Rain. The children will be exploring the text through a range of methods; role play, story mapping and book talk. They will use this to develop their inference skills and study Lila’s emotions. We will also use our work in geography to better understand what Lila’s world is like. Through this thorough analysis of the story, the children will have the opportunity for lots of creative writing and develop their skills of writing in character and in sequence. We will then move on to One Day on Our Blue Planet: The Savannah and learn about the animals who live there. Children will also be having weekly grammar lessons.




















Geography 


This half term, our topic will have a geographical theme. We will be looking at the geographical features of some local areas and comparing them to Kenyan landscapes. We will plot the countries on the world map and look at the different continents. We will explore their differing climates and we will also investigate and compare their human and physical geographical features.
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Science 


Children will notice that animals, including humans, have offspring which grow into adults. They will find out about and describe the basic needs of animals, including humans, for survival (water, food and air). They will also describe the importance for humans of exercise, eating the right amounts of different types of food, and hygiene.


 








Physical Education  


Children will be practicing the physical, social, emotional and thinking skills required for playing invasion games. They will also be developing their basic gymnastic skills, both on the floor and using apparatus. They will continue to improve their spatial awareness and how to work safely in PE.

Maths 


Place value 


Count forward and backward in steps of 2, 3 and 5 from 0 and tens. 


Recognise the place value of each digit in a two- and three-digit numbers.


Identify, represent and estimate numbers to 100. 


Compare and order numbers from 0 up to 100; use <, > and = signs. 


Read and write numbers to at least 100 in numerals and words. 


Use place value and number facts to solve problems.


Addition and subtraction 


Recall and use addition and subtraction facts to 20 fluently


 Derive and use related facts up to 100. 


Shape


Children will learn about properties of 2D and 3D shapes and lines of symmetry.








Understanding the Expressive Arts


Art


Children will be learning about colour mixing, primary and secondary colours and tones. The children will use this to create African art paintings. 


Music   


Children will explore sounds using their voices to describe feelings and moods. They will create and notate vocal sounds, which will build to a “performance”. Children will then learn about playing to a steady sequence of beats and changes in tempo.








Information & Communication Technology   


The children will be discovering about all the different ways that technology is around us, both around and outside of school. They will be thinking about helpful technology can be, but how we must also make safe choices when using IT.











PSHE The children will be thinking about their different relationships with their friend and what makes a good friend.
